
EDNA Group - Resources for Graphics and Technology Studies 
Education Network Australia (Edna) provides a website that can be used by educators 
in Australia to collect resources and provide a collaborative network for a particular 
group of teachers. A number of our senior subjects already use Edna to run discussion 
forums, share work programs and other assessment resources. Industrial technology 
teachers now have two sites available to support the implementation of the new 
syllabuses for Graphics and Technology Studies. The sites are known as ‘Groups’ and 
they are basically a website set up for each subject. To access the group an invitation 
key is required. The groups are: 
Queensland Senior Graphics Syllabus 2007 
(Invitation key: Graph07) 
Queensland Senior Technology Studies Syllabus 2007 
(Invitation key: Tech07) 
 
There are three levels of access available for the Graphics and Technology Studies 
groups.  

1. Guest. - Anyone who has the invitation key can visit the group as a guest. You 
will be able to view and download information but not add information to the 
site. You will not be included in the email list. 

2. Participant. – A participant has the use of the full resources of an edna group. 
This level of access requires a user to be registered with edna and logged in. 
Once you join a group as a participant then you will receive all emails from 
the group. For example if someone uploads an assessment item all participants 
will be automatically emailed. 

3. Owner. – The current owner is Roy Barnes. The site can have multiple owners 
by upgrading existing participants to owner status. This level of access allows 
full editing of the site and any resources uploaded. Once the state panel chair 
and district panel chairs join the group as participants they will be upgraded to 
owners. 

 
The following instructions should assist you. 
Access the edna site at www.edna.edu.au. The home page looks like this. 

 
 



To access as a participant you must register by clicking on ‘Register’ in the top right 
hand corner and then fill out the form. A password will be emailed to you for future 
access. 
 
When you next access the edna site you can login by clicking on “login” in the top 
right hand corner of the home page. Enter your email and password in the screen 
below. 
 

 
 
The home page will reappear but in the top right corner it will say: 
“You are logged in as (your email address)” 
 
From the home page now click on “Groups” in the top menu bar. The groups page is 
below. 

  



 
In the group categories section, in the middle of the page select ‘School Education’. 
Alternatively once you have joined a group you can access it by clicking on ‘My 
groups’ in the top left hand corner.  The School Education groups will be listed on the 
screen as shown below. 

 
 
Search for the name of the group using the search function or scrolling through the 
list. Click on the group you wish to join and the first time you will get a screen like 
the one below. 

 
 
Enter the invitation key to become a participant. You only have to enter the invitation 
key the first time you access the site. 
 



The Graphics group site looks like the screen below. 

 

 
 
There are two forums that allow participants to share files. ‘Work program’ and 
‘Resources’. Click on the work program forum. 



 
 
You can view, download or discuss a work programs already on the site or you can 
upload one of your own by clicking on the ‘add a new discussion topic’ 
 
The Technology Studies group is formatted identically to the Graphics group. Once 
you are used to using one of the sites you will find the other subject site very easy to 
use. 

 
 
 



Guest access is available to anyone who has the invitation key. For guest access, from 
the home page click on groups, search for the group you want to access and enter the 
invitation key. Remember if you want to be on the email lists and participate in the 
sharing of resources then you must register and login. Please be aware that a 
successful group is like a bank. If you make withdrawals be prepared to make 
deposits. Don’t be afraid to upload something that is incomplete or that you know 
needs more work. The forums allow others to provide constructive feedback to you. 
Finally, don’t wait until you have what you believe to be an exemplar. In our school 
based assessment system there are only samples. Your assessment task may not be 
appropriate for the school down the road or suit your cohort of students in two years 
time.
